 Serving in the church is one of the ways we grow in our faith and 
come to a deeper understanding of the gospel.  The Bible says in Mark

Student and Kids Camps 
 
 The last couple of weeks the children and stu-
dents of Oak Park have participated in summer 
camps.  These camps are designed to confront par-
ticipants with the claims of the gospel and call them 
to live accordingly.  It was a privilege for me, as the 
Family Pastor, to be able to attend both Student and 
Children’s camps over the last few weeks. 
 
 The theme of the camp experience this year 
was Adopted.  Our students and children, along with 
several hundred others, spent time studying the Bible 
and what it teaches us about being adopted by God 
into His family.  The first day we learned that apart 
from Christ we are spiritual orphans.  But God, be-
cause of His mercy and love, sends His Son Jesus 
into this world to provide us with a way to be recon-
ciled to Him.  Through faith in the person and work 
of Christ we are given “Spirit of adoption by whom 
we cry Abba, Father” (Romans 8:15).  The second 
thing we learned is that through this faith in Christ, 
not only do we now have God as a loving Father, but 
we have a spiritual family.  God does not save us into 
isolation but into a family, the church.  Third, having 
been adopted by God means we are now heirs with 
Jesus.  Romans 8:17 says we are “heirs of God and 
joint heirs with Christ.”  Lastly,, being adopted by 
God means that we have a bright future.  One day our 
faith will become sight.  We will live in eternity with 
the Father who adopted us and the family He has 
given us.  What a day that will be! 
 
 Both the student and the children enjoyed the 
experience of camps this year.  They were able to 
enjoy time away from home, climbing walls, tubing, 
riding a zip line, blobbing in the lake, and staying up 
way too late!  But it was more than just fun and 
games.  Our young people were challenged to think 
clearly about the gospel and its implications.  I pray 
that what they have learned takes root in their hearts 
and changes them forever.  I pray that as they learn 
and are changed they would impact those around 
them, including you, for the glory of God.

The old 
song goes like this…”I am the church.  You are the 
church.  We are the church together.”  While we have 
a beautiful building with beautiful furnishings, some 
great programs and the resources to have some nice 
things, the church is made up of people.  Set down 
this week and think of how the Lord has gifted you 
and consider where you would best fit into the land-
scape of the church.  Could it be leading a Sunday 
School class?  Are you thinking you might sing in the 
choir?  Do you think you could help deliver the Good 
News with our evangelism team?  These are just a 
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few examples of how you can be part of the church.
